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Things to consider when deciding whether to form chapters within a national Fulbright alumni organization:

1.  Will members, potential members and visiting Fulbright grantees be better served if chapters are established?

a. Is your country fairly large geographically?

b. Is transportation difficult and/or costly within the country?

c. Are Fulbrighters concentrated in several locales within your country?

i. Is there more than one major city with significant educational or cultural importance?

ii. Is there more than one city or region with a university?

If you answered “Yes” to any of the questions above, chapters may provide better service to your members and encourage more potential members to join your association.

2. Now ask yourself if your organization has sufficient personnel, either staff or  volunteer, to assist chapters?

3.  If your answer to Question 2 is “Yes,” consider the following types of support chapters may need.  Or you may wish to consider such support before answering the question.  

a. Database.  (For example the U.S. Fulbright Association provides chapters with names and contact information for all members, potential members and visiting grantees within a chapter’s geographical region.)

b. Funding.  (Again, an example, is the U.S. Association that rebates $5.00 of each member’s dues to the chapter in whose geographical region the member resides.  It also helps chapters by sending out notices of meetings and events.)

c. Constitutional requirements and reports.  (In the U.S., chapters are required to file an annual report of activities, hold at least two meetings each year, and provide a list of the names of officers and others whom the chapter invites to events.)
